NDIS 2025: FAST-TRACKING GROWTH WITH DIASPORA INVESTMENT

The 2025 Nigeria Diaspora Investment Summit
(NDIS), held under the theme “Fast-Tracking
Regional and National Development by Mobilising
Diaspora Investment,” reminds us that the
Nigerian diaspora represents far more than the
money they send home. It is a global community
of skilled men and women who carry experience,
networks, ideas, and a strong commitment to
Nigeria’s progress.

To “fast-track” means “to speed up a process,
move quicker than usual, or remove delays”. In
the context of this Summit, it means “accelerating
national development”, “moving beyond slow
traditional funding methods”, and “using diaspora
talent and resources to drive real, visible change
across key sectors”.
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Organised by the Nigerians in Diaspora Commission
(NiDCOM) in partnership with the Nigerian Diaspora
Summit Initiative (NDSI), the 2025 Summit
highlighted the growing role of Nigerians abroad in
shaping the country’s economic future. The three-day
event, which began on November 11 at the State
Conference Centre in Abuja, gathered government
officials, policymakers, academics, the media,
development partners, investors, innovators, and
representatives of the diaspora community. All were
united by a common goal: to build stronger and more
effective pathways for national development.

According to the NDIS Coordinator in her opening
address, Dr Badewa Adejugbe-Williams, the Summit is
a meeting point where ideas, people, and
opportunities connect.

She explained that every edition of the Summit tells a
story of progress and potential, and that when
Nigerians at home and abroad work together, the
results are “remarkable.”

She expressed gratitude to partners, investors, and
sponsors for their continued support, and
acknowledged the leadership of Hon. Abike Dabiri-
Erewa, Chairman/CEO, NiDCOM, for strengthening
links between Nigeria and its global diaspora. For her,
the success of NDIS shows what is possible “when
passion meets purpose.”

In her welcome remarks, Hon. Abike Dabiri-Erewa described NDIS as a
purposeful movement that brings together investors, innovators, and

policymakers. She stated that Nigeria’s 17-million-strong diaspora
community is a powerful global economic force, contributing an estimated
GDP of over one trillion dollars.

Although Nigeria received more than $25 billion in remittances in 2024, she
stressed the need to convert this financial strength into long-term,
structured investments.

Dabiri-Erewa highlighted opportunities in infrastructure, renewable energy,
healthcare, education, and technology, but also acknowledged challenges
such as regulatory barriers and limited access to finance. She called for
stronger partnerships, improved institutions, and better-designed
investment frameworks.

Vice President Kashim Shettima, represented by the Permanent Secretary of
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Amb. Dunoma Umar Ahmed, officially
opened the Summit.

He commended NiDCOM and NDSI for consistently mobilising diaspora
resources in line with the Federal Government’s Renewed Hope Agenda. He
noted that this year’s theme reflects the administration’s commitment to
building a prosperous and inclusive Nigeria.

The Vice President outlined major reforms aimed at creating a better
investment climate. These include the Home and Abroad Housing Platform,
the proposed Diaspora Bond, the #75 billion MSME Intervention Fund, the
FGN-ALAT Digital Skillnovation Programme, and infrastructure projects
valued at over #4 trillion. He encouraged Nigerians abroad to go beyond
remittances and bring home their skills, expertise, and investments.

The keynote speaker and former Minister of Power, Prof. Barth Nnaji,
encouraged Nigerians in the diaspora to invest in the country with a sincere
commitment to supporting national development. He added that the
Diaspora can also invest their knowledge by advising the government and
the private sector.

Prof. Nnaji urged them to conduct proper checks, choose trustworthy
partners both at home and abroad, work together through joint ventures,
and prepare for challenges without focusing only on profit.

The keynote speaker further noted that diaspora investors should think

about the fulfilment that comes from helping to transform Nigeria into a
nation that attracts foreign investment.
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Nnaji concluded by saying that the broader vision is to
build a Nigeria where people choose to spend their
holidays, where medical tourism begins to favour the
country, and where children of (first-generation
immigrants feel inspired to return, work, and invest.

In the same spirit, Sen. Aniekan Bassey, Chairman of
the Senate Committee on Diaspora and NGOs,
represented by Sen. Anthony Siyako Yaro, described
diaspora investment as a key driver of economic
growth.

He proposed establishing a Diaspora Bank and an
Investment Trust Fund to channel diaspora savings
into development projects. Bassey also reaffirmed the
National Assembly’s readiness to support legislative
reforms that will strengthen diaspora engagement.

Representing the International Organization for
Migration (IOM), Mrs Ukamaka Anyanechi praised
Nigeria’s progress in advancing diaspora engagement
through clear policies and partnerships. She
referenced ongoing collaboration with NiDCOM
through the EU-funded Support to Migration
Governance Programme, which focuses on diaspora
mapping, investment facilitation, and policy support in
several states.

She emphasised three priorities: improving the
business  environment, diversifying investment
channels, and empowering states and local
governments to attract and retain diaspora capital.

This year's Summit featured panel discussions,
exhibitions, and startup pitches across priority sectors.
Technology and education stood out, showing Nigeria’s
drive toward digital transformation and human capital
development.

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Each pitching session was guided by experienced
moderators who encouraged entrepreneurs to present
clear, practical and scalable ideas.

ICT and FinTech Session, moderated by Ms Evelyn Dan
Epelle, showcased digital payment systems, logistics
technology, infrastructure tools, and e-learning
models. She noted that technology remains central to
Nigeria’s economic growth.
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The Education and Human Capital Session, led by Prof Onyishi Ernest
Ike, focused on expanding learning access and improving employability.
He described young people as Nigeria’s most valuable resource.

Similarly, the Real Estate Pitching Session, moderated by Dr Henry
Ogunjobi, highlighted the potential for expertise and global exposure to
redefine Nigeria's real estate and infrastructure sector. He urged
pitchers to be clear about the problems they solve and the support they
need.
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The Health Pitching Session, moderated by Jane Osaretin Ifechukwu,
addressed Nigeria’s health system challenges and emphasised
opportunities for diaspora-backed solutions. She encouraged
entrepreneurs to present well-structured, practical ideas that can
strengthen the nation’s healthcare system.

Also, Creative, Entertainment & Sports Session, moderated by Beverley
Agbakoba Onyejianya, examined Africa’s booming creative sector. She
explained that Nollywood, sports tech, and other creative industries are
becoming globally competitive exports.

Meanwhile, Agribusiness and Energy & Renewables Sessions received
strong participation due to their importance to food security and
sustainable energy. Dr Moji Davids, moderator of the agribusiness
session, described agriculture as the ‘“lifeline” of Nigeria's economy.
Startups presented solutions ranging from improved seed systems and
aquaculture to digital marketplaces and value-addition processes.

In the Energy & Renewables Session, Mr Nick Agule and Dr Peter Ntephe
emphasised the urgent need to diversify Nigeria’s energy supply.

Startups pitched solar mini-grids, clean cooking energy, compressed
natural gas systems, and waste-to-energy technologies. They
highlighted opportunities under the new Electricity Act, which opens
investment channels from federal to state levels.

Across all sessions, moderators stressed innovation, gender balance,
mentorship, commercial viability, and investor-readiness. Beyond
pitching, more than ten exhibition stands showcased products and
services in real estate, health, education, fintech, and other sectors.

The three-day event closed with a gala night that allowed participants to
relax, network informally, and celebrate outstanding innovators.

After observing the entire Summit, it becomes clear that the theme
points to several important messages: One, Nigeria must recognise that
domestic capital and foreign direct investment alone are not enough.
Stronger partnerships with the diaspora are essential for rapid progress.
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Two, there is a need to widen opportunities for
collaboration and create incentives that attract diaspora
involvement.

When the right environment is created, diaspora
partnerships can strengthen hospitals, support schools,
boost agriculture, advance technology, and deliver
infrastructure that transforms communities.

In simple terms, the Summit shows that Nigeria's
progress can become faster and more visible when the
country fully connects with the knowledge, experience,
and investment capacity of its citizens around the
world.

Until then, expectations for the next edition continue to
rise, shaped by the lessons and experiences from the
Summit that has just come to a close.

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When Adaora AkOJume stepped onto the
pitching stage at the 8th Nigeria Diaspora
Investment Summit (NDIS), no one quite
anticipated the spark she was about to ignite.

The young founder of Beta Agric Ventures,
armed with a simple tomato paste model and
a passion for solving one of Nigeria’s biggest
challenges, food processing walked away with
what became the largest investment offer of
the 2025 investment summit: #250 million.

Held from November 11-13, 2025, at the State
House Conference Centre in Abuja, the NDIS
once again proved to be more than just a
gathering of ideas.

It was a meeting point of visionaries,
innovators, and global investors seeking to
shape the future of Nigeria’s economy. And at
the center of its most memorable moment
stood Adaora, calm, prepared, and powerful.

A Summit That Connects Home and Abroad

For years, the Nigeria Diaspora Investment
Summit organised by Nigerians in Diaspora
Commission (NiDCOM) in partnership with
the Nigeria Diaspora Summit Initiative (NDSI),
has been a bridge between Nigerians abroad
and the fast-growing opportunities at home.

Hon. Abike Dabiri-Erewa, the Chairman /CEO

of NiDCOM, describes the summit as “a living
testament to how diaspora expertise, capital,
and local innovation can jointly build a
stronger economy.”

The City is home to about four million people (according to the
World Population Review) and serves as the permanent host of
the Nigerian Diaspora Investment Summit (NDIS) due to its
strategic advantages. Its role as the Summit’s host is strategic as
NDIS brings diaspora Nigerians together with government
officials, investors and development partners to foster dialogue,
collaboration and investment in Nigeria’s national and regional
development, each year.

In addition, Abuja serves as the administrative headquarters for
key government, diplomatic, and international non-
governmental agencies. The Presidency, National Assembly,
federal ministries, and regulatory bodies are all concentrated
within the city, providing diaspora investors with direct access
to decision-makers.

DIASPORA PARTNERSHIPS TO ACCELERATE NATIONAL PROGRESS

Nigeria’s economic transformation agenda
received renewed momentum as key
government officials, lawmakers, and

development partners converged at the 8th
Nigeria Diaspora Investment Summit (NDIS) in
Abuja, rallying Nigerians in the diaspora to play
greater roles in advancing investment,
innovation, and national prosperity.

Vice President Senator Kashim Shettima,
represented by the Permanent Secretary,
Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Amb. Dunoma Umar
Ahmed, declared the summit open,
commending the Nigerians in Diaspora
Commission (NiDCOM) under the leadership of
Hon. Abike Dabiri-Erewa and the Nigeria
Diaspora Summit Initiative (NDSI) for their
consistent efforts in mobilising diaspora
investments aligned with the Renewed Hope
Agenda.

He said 2025 theme, “Fast-Tracking Regional
and National Development by Mobilising
Diaspora Investment,” aligns with the
administration’s drive to build a prosperous
Nigeria powered by the collective strength and
ingenuity of its citizens at home and abroad.

The Vice President reaffirmed the Federal
Government’s determination to create a
conducive environment for investment through
reforms and programmes such as the Home and
Abroad Housing Platform, the proposed
Diaspora Bond, the #75 bililon MSME
Intervention Fund, the FGN-ALAT Digital Skill
innovation Programme, and massive
infrastructure projects valued at over #4 trillion
in roads, bridges, power, and digital
connectivity.

He assured that the National Assembly
remains committed to legislative support
through relevant bills including the Social
Development  Amendment  Bill, the
Company and Allied Matters Amendment
Bill, and the National Association of
Chartered Evaluators Bill to strengthen
diaspora participation in national progress.

In her keynote speech, Hon. Abike Dabiri-
Erewa, Chairman and Chief Executive
Officer of NiDCOM, welcomed participants
and described the summit as a movement
of purpose uniting investors, innovators,
and policymakers in shaping a forward-
looking Nigeria.

She emphasised that Nigeria’s diaspora
community, with over 17 million citizens
contributing an estimated GDP of more
than one trillion dollars, remains a key asset
for national transformation.

She noted that while remittances exceeded
$25 billion dollars in 2024, there is a need to
channel such capital and expertise into
structured investments that drive inclusive
growth.

Dabiri-Erewa outlined opportunities in
infrastructure, renewable energy,
healthcare, education, and technology,

while also acknowledging the challenges of
regulatory bottlenecks and access to
financing.

She called for strengthened institutional
frameworks, improved business
environments, and deeper partnerships
between government, private sector, and
diaspora communities.

Nigeria's progress in institutionalising
diaspora engagement through policies,
partnerships, and data-driven programmes.

She highlighted IOM’s collaboration with
NiDCOM and state governments under the
EU-funded Support to Migration Governance
Programme, which focuses on diaspora
mapping, policy frameworks, and investment
partnerships in Cross River, Abia, and Lagos
States.

Ms. Dimanche reaffirmed IOM’s commitment
to supporting Nigeria in transforming
diaspora potential into practice, noting that
diaspora  investment can  strengthen
agriculture, renewable energy, healthcare,
education, and digital technology.

At the 8th NDIS, the exhibition booths and investor clinics were abuzz with energy. The event brought together policymakers,
investors, entrepreneurs, and creative leaders from across the globe, all united by a common goal: to fast-track Nigeria's regional
and national development through diaspora investment.
